Key to Story Factory programs is that all students
write something and have it published!

However we work with over 6,000 kids a year so
that means it's a mammoth task to type up all the
students’ great work. That's where you and your
workmates step in.

With the help of a Story Factory facilitator, you'll be
given several students’ handwritten stories to type
up. You'll also be guided to offer the students some
words of encouragement about their writing - words
that will spur them on to write an even better story.
